CHILDREN & SCHOOLS

The Children’s Festival

An annual arts festival for children which takes place in
primary schools across the city in June, encompassing a
variety of workshop events from drama activities to arts &
crafts and music workshops.

The Children’s Festival is about introducing children to new
experiences and showing children how to look at things

differently; teaching children new skills.

In 2009 the Children’s Festival worked with three schools in Cambridge - St Philips Primary,
Shirley Primary and Grove Primary reaching up to 800 school children.

This is followed by a Children’s Festival Family Fun Day as part of the Big Weekend, which
acts as a celebration of the achievements for all the children who have taken part. On the
Family Fun Day the potential number of child participants increases to an average of 10,000
children, who can enjoy free activities to challenge, excite and entertain them.

The Fun Day, supported by John Lewis, includes a Performance Marquee, storytelling,
face painting, sports demonstrations, arts and craf ts workshops, music
workshops and of course all the fun activities sponsored by John Lewis in the John
Lewis Marquee — which in 2009 included cheerleader performances, Irish dancing
and cupcake decorating.
