‘There has been a wide use of rooflight windows that in some instances 
is too intrusive - particularly where the building has a high visibility, such 
as when it stops the view at the end of a street. It would be better for loft 
conversions to use dormer windows to the front in most cases; a more 
acceptable and traditional method where the neighbours’ privacy is not 
an issue.’

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Officer note: In response to the comments made by the Conservation 
Officer I would comment as follows: 
 
I have acknowledged in my report since the determination of the 
previous application the De Freville Conservation Area has been 
designated and the draft De Freville Conservation Area Appraisal has 
been produced.   
 
Further applications may be made for the development of rear gardens 
within the conservation area and these applications will have to be 
considered on their merits.  There is a current approval on the site, 
which is a significant material consideration in my view.  At the time of 
the determination of the original application consideration was given to 
the impact of the development on the character of the area. 
 
The garden to 24 De Freville Avenue was to be subdivided as part of the 
earlier consent and in my view this is acceptable within the context of the 
area and maintains a reasonable garden area for 24 De Freville Avenue.  
The extent of this garden area has not changed in relation to this 
application. 
 
The Conservation Officer notes that the development will have a limited 
impact on the streetscene and that the proposed materials are 
acceptable.  I agree with these comments.

The conditions relate to restricting working hours and collection and 
deliveries associated with the development, due to the close proximity of 
other residential properties. 
 
 
Amendments To Text:

Conditions 11 - Except with the prior written agreement of the local 
planning authority in writing no construction work or demolition shall be 
carried out or plant operated other than between the following hours: 
0800 hours to 1800 hours Monday to Friday, 0800 hours to 1300 hours 
on Saturday and at no time on Sundays, Bank or Public Holidays. 
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Reason: To protect the amenity of the adjoining properties. (Cambridge 
Local Plan 2006 policy 4/13) 
 
Condition 12 -  Except with the prior agreement of the local planning 
authority in writing, there should be no collection or deliveries to the site 
during the demolition and construction stages outside the hours of 0700 
hrs and 1900 hrs on Monday - Saturday and there should be no 
collections or deliveries on Sundays or Bank and public holidays. 
 
Reason: Due to the proximity of residential properties to this premises 
and that extensive refurbishment will be required, the above conditions 
are recommended to protect the amenity of these residential properties 
throughout the redevelopment in accordance with policies 4/13 and 6/10 
of the Cambridge Local Plan (2006) 
 
Condition 18 – Informative :  
 
It is noted that the proposed refuse and bin storage shows provision for 
two wheelie bins. It is therefore recommended that an informative is 
added drawing the applicant/developers attention to the following:- 
 
Later in the year the Council will be operating a three-wheelie bin system 
providing for – domestic refuse, organics, and plastic bottles with 
additional boxes for glass, paper and cans. The applicant/developer is 
advised to ensure that adequate provision is made to accommodate this. 
Further information can be obtained from the Council’s Waste Strategy 
Team at Mandela House. 
 
To note: 6.3. Arboriculture Comments attached. 
 
These conditions relate to the protection of trees during construction. 
 
To Note:  7.1 Comments have been received from the occupiers of the 
following houses: 
 

• 20 De Freville Avenue 
• 26 De Freville Avenue

• Over development of the site 
• Overshadowing of adjacent houses 
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• Noise and disturbance impacts 
• One neighbour acknowledges that the development is an 

improvement from the neighbours point of view and preferable to 
the first scheme.

1. No work shall start on the application site (including soil stripping,

construction delivery of equipment or materials, the creation of site 
accesses, positioning of site huts) until: 

a)  A Tree Protection Plan, as defined in BS 5837:2005 “Trees in 
Relation to Construction – Recommendations”, containing the 
following Arboricultural Method Statements/specifications has first 
been submitted and agreed to, in writing, by the Council's Principal 
Arboricultural Officer: 
• Arboricultural method statements for the precise location and 

erection of tree protection barriers and ground protection for all 
trees retained on, and adjacent to, the site, in order to establish 
Root Protection Areas and construction exclusion zones; 

• Arboricultural method statements for any special engineering 
operations within Root Protection Areas; 

• Arboricultural method statements for root pruning and root 
barrier installation; including specifications for root-barrier 
material; and root-soil back-fill; 

• Arboricultural method statements for the amelioration of the 
rhizosphere within the Root Protection Areas comprising of de-
compaction (Terravention) and soil inoculation with spore 
derived mycorrhizae and bio-activators; soil tilthing utilising air-
spade technology; irrigation; and mulching where appropriate; 

• Arboricultural method statement for any development facilitation 
pruning.  

and,  
 
b) that there has been: 

 
• A pre-construction site meeting between the site agent, the 

developers chosen arboriculturalist, and the Council's delegated 
Arboricultural Officer. 
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• All development facilitation pruning, where required, has been 
completed in accordance with BS 3998:1989. 

• All tree protection barriers and ground protection measures 
have been installed to the satisfaction of the Council's 
delegated Arboricultural Officer. 

Condition 15 
All Arboricultural works shall be carried out by a competent tree 
contractor, proficient in both root-zone and aerial arboricultural work and 
shall follow strictly the agreed method statements and specifications. 
 
Condition 16 
All tree protection barriers and ground protection must be in accord with 
BS 5837:2005 clause 9 - "The construction exclusion zone: barriers and 
ground protection" 
 
Condition 17 
The developer shall appoint a competent arboriculturalist to oversee the 
project. The arboriculturalist shall monitor, record and confirm the 
implementation and maintenance of tree protection measures as set out 
in the conditions of the planning permission.
