Busking is a time honoured tradition which goes back
to medieval times when wandering minstrels and
bards travelled from place to place and acted not only
as entertainers but also as news reporters and
message bearers, so with this in mind, City Centre
Management at Cambridge City Council decided to
hold a festival to celebrate street performance and we
believe we were one of the first buskers festivals in
this country. That was now 4 years ago!

July 2008 saw the 1st ever Buskers & Street
Performers Festival in Cambridge. We decided to hold
a competition for the public to vote for their favourite
buskers and Siyaya Arts, a group of African musicians
touring from Zimbabwe, won 1st prize. May 2009
saw the 2nd Buskers & Street Performers Festival

with Gavin Adam Wood,
singer/songwriter winning
1st prize that year. In July
2010 we held the 3rd festival
where we saw ‘Karmadillo’
take 1st prize in the
musicians category, Mario
Morris Comedy Magician
took 1st prize in the variety
category & DSPICKETT
taking 1st prize in the young
performers category.

This year the festival will take place from the 30th
June – 2nd July. The entertainment will start at
11am and finish at 5pm and will take place
throughout the streets of the City Centre & on
Christ’s Pieces. There will also be acts performing in
the Hope Street Yard, Mill Road on Saturday 2nd
July. A full list of the busking locations is on page 12
with a map of the city centre. We have a truly
fabulous and diverse range of music, dance, magic
acts & more from the local area & beyond who will
perform along side professional artists.

Annoyingly, shortly after the festival I injured my knee-
playing cricket, which meant curtailing live
appearances. It's still healing, and I'm stretching hard
to get back to doing the scissor kicks that helped
wow passers by at last year’s festival.

Things were still busy. The album 'Bard For Life'
(UkeyLove Records) was released last autumn.
