PRICING POLICY

The Council proposes to retain the standard residential mooring licence fee at its current level of £913.10, and to continue to increase this annually in line with inflation.  However the Council needs to be sure that its pricing policy is fair, sustainable and provides good value. We have been considering a review of pricing policy that: 

· Targets concessions more strictly to ability to pay, whilst retaining discounts for those on low incomes

· Reflects the impact of mooring by larger vessels

	At present, all types and sizes of residential boat pay the same licence fee, regardless of length or width. The Council is considering increasing the standard fee by 50% for the largest wide beam vessels, i.e. those boats over 2.15m in width. This increase would reflect the impact and loss of amenity caused to residents and other river users by much larger vessels. People on low incomes would still qualify for the 50% concession on the increased fee.
