What is Community Chest Funding? 

▪ Small pots of money for Darwin Green and Eddington for community 
events, new groups and for existing groups too.

How do I apply?

▪ Contact Sue via email or in person and we can talk about the idea

▪ Complete an application form

▪ Discuss the details with the myself and make any amendments needed

▪ The application is passed on to local community leaders such as 
residents association for approval and they can normally offer more 
advice and help

▪ Receive the funds to an organisation’s bank account – if you don’t 
have this in place, we can partner you with another organisation

▪ We will ask for information after the event or after 6 months to find out 
the effect of the funding
